Hot Demand
Are you tired of waiting for hot shower water while
watching gallons go down the drain? Maybe you've tried a
continuous hot water recirculation pump and saw electric
bills jump. Steven Rogers of Metlund Systems says that its
D’MAND system, which delivers hot water when you turn
on the fixture, is the only recirculation pump tested and
proven by the U.S. Department of Energy to save both water
and energy. In an existing home, the pump is installed under
the sink farthest from the water heater (standard 110V outlet
necessary). A button, remote or motion sensor activates the
pump which pulls room temperature water out of the hot
water line and feeds it back into the cold water line to make
its way back to the water heater. When hot water arrives, the
surprisingly quiet pump shuts off. Saving water feels good,
helps combat our drought and saves money.
